Whilst there may have been some different 
challenges this half term, one that had the 
potential for the greatest impact was the 
impending departure of Mrs Addis from the 
office.

The whole staff team 
are sad to see her go but we wish her well in 
her new position and, as her sons, Finlay and 
Oscar, are still here, we know that we shall 
keep in touch even if it is through the fence 
for the time being.

I must say I prefer 
the normal format of running against other 
schools rather than relying on people posting 
‘honest’ times but, fingers crossed someone 
may pick up another medal. 

Thank you to all parents who attended the 
meetings during the week and took the 
opportunity to talk to their children’s class 
teacher. These meetings went well and I think 
we managed to keep everyone safe. It is really 
important to not only give an update on 
progress and show some of the work in 
school, but also to explain to parents where 
there are areas for development or 
improvement and how they can help. One 
major difference caused by Covid-19 that I 
noticed was that I didn’t get to speak to many 
parents after their meetings as I normally do 
and to hear their feedback. Those that have 
been in touch seem really positive and 
pleased with how their children have 
managed to come back to school in quite 
different circumstances yet still flourish. 

I am very proud of the teachers and every 
member of staff who work hard to maintain 
the high standards we have set ourselves. I 
hope they get a decent rest next week and I 
hope that we will be open again after half 
term. I shall be keeping an eye on the news 
and in touch with the Local Authority and you 
can be certain that it will take a quite a lot to 
break Ickford spirit.
