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Pupil Internet Code of Practice
To help keep everyone safe online, all pupils must follow the rules below whenever they use the Internet in school:
· Pupils must only use the Internet in school with permission or under the supervision of an adult.
· Pupils must not give out personal details (such as full name, address, phone number, school name, or passwords) unless a teacher and parent/carer have given permission.
· Pupils must not send pictures of themselves or their friends over the Internet.
· Pupils must not download anything from the Internet or from any storage device without a teacher’s permission.
· Pupils must not access chat rooms or social networking sites.
· Pupils must not attempt to access gaming or gambling websites.
· Pupils must not send emails without a teacher’s permission.
· Pupils must not use bad language or send unkind, hurtful, or rude messages to anyone.
· Pupils must not forward chain messages.
· Pupils must not take part in any online activity that could incite religious intolerance, discrimination, or bullying.
· Pupils must behave kindly and respectfully to others online at all times.
· Pupils must always report anything they see on the Internet that makes them feel upset, uncomfortable, worried, or unsafe to their teacher or another trusted adult immediately.
Consequences of Misuse
· I accept that if my child misuses the Internet, they may be stopped from using the Internet in school.
· I accept that misuse of the Internet may result in further sanctions in line with the school’s behaviour policy
