Part B: Review of the previous academic year
Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
	One PP pupil made accelerated progress in Reading and Writing. His regular attendance at Breakfast Club and After-School Sports Clubs has contributed positively to his mental wellbeing. The pupil’s parents have engaged with the school and the relationship is positive.  

Another PP pupil achieved the expected standard in Reading and Writing and made good progress in Maths. This pupil has become more confident and is now socialising with peers outside of school.
