	Autumn 1
	Narrative Writing 
Focus on story structure (beginning, middle, end), character development, and descriptive language. Use simple narratives and fairy tales to introduce storytelling techniques. Introduce techniques like dialogue and paragraphing for different parts of the story.
Structure a story using texts such as Red Riding Hood and Jack and the Beanstalk as stimulus for creating tension, using figurative language and creating a clear setting and plot. Modify well known traditional tales to create alternative endings and twists in the plot. The Shoemaker (Literacy Shed), alternative character perspectives. 
Develop characters and settings using descriptive detail. 
Teach: 
· Expanded noun phrases (the dark, spooky forest) 
· Simple and compound sentences (using and, but, so) 
· Introduction to complex sentences (because, when, if) 
· Fronted adverbials (One morning, In the woods,) with commas 
· Direct speech punctuation (inverted commas, new speaker new line) 
Develop: 
· Basic figurative language (similes, simple metaphors) 
· Adjectives and powerful verbs 
Reinforce: 
· Capital letters, full stops, question marks, exclamation marks 
· Consistent tense (past tense) 

	Playscripts
Focus on using stage directions and dialogue to convey character and plot. Perform short scenes/plays.
Recreate elements of the story of Narnia as a playscript focusing on specific scenes, using clips and extracts from the text. Matilda, using clips and modifying the well-known theatre production. 
Introduce the structure and purpose of playscripts (dialogue-driven texts for performance). 
Teach: 
Dialogue layout conventions: 
Character names followed by a colon 
Speech written in lines (no speech marks) 
Present tense verbs (common in stage directions and action) 
Imperative verbs for stage directions (Enter, Exit, Sit down) 
Adverbs to describe action (slowly, angrily) 
Simple noun phrases to describe setting (a dark cave) 
Sentence-level work: 
Simple and compound sentences in dialogue 
Conjunctions (and, but, so, because) to extend speech 
Questions and exclamations to show character voice 
Develop: 
Character voice through vocabulary choice 
Expression of emotions through word choice and punctuation 
Basic stage directions in brackets 
Reinforce: 
Punctuation (capital letters, full stops, question marks, exclamation marks) 
Consistent tense (usually present for action) 
Clear sequencing of events 
Performance link: 
Reading aloud with intonation, expression, and volume 
Understanding how punctuation supports performance 


	Autumn 2
	Letters 
Cover formal and informal letter-writing conventions. Write thank-you letters or requests for support on class projects. Build emphasis on structure and tone. Include activities like writing to a famous author or local figure.
Informal letters to a friend regarding a trip to the Amazon rainforest. Formal Letters to Sir David Attenborough thanking him for his work to protect biomes. 
Explore differences in audience and purpose. 
Teach: 
· First and second person pronouns 
· Basic formal vs informal language (e.g. Dear Sir/Madam vs Hi…) 
· Simple paragraphing 
· Co-ordinating conjunctions (and, but, so) 
Sentence-level: 
· Statements and questions 
Reinforce: 
· Capital letters for names and addresses 
· Full stops and question marks

	Journalism 
Introduce news article structure (headlines, the 5 W’s, and facts vs. opinions). Write mock newspaper articles about class or school events. Explore biased and unbiased reporting. Teach students how to differentiate between fact and opinion. Students create articles about school events.
Article about upcoming Christmas concert in school including journalistic features. Article about unusual findings in both a school and the Sahara Desert. 

Explore simple news writing. 
Teach: 
Simple headlines (short noun phrases) 
Basic questions (who, what, where, when) 
Past tense reporting 
Simple reported speech (He said…) 
Reinforce: 
Clear sentences and punctuation 


	Spring 1
	 Non-Chronological Reports 
Teach how to organize facts with headings, subheadings, and bullet points. Use paragraphs and diagrams for clarity. Topics could include animals, geography, or a science link.
Carry out research about Italy and the Romans, use not taking skills. Create non-chronological reports including diagrams, bullet points, paragraphing etc  to create a non-chronological report about Roman Life (including the army).
Introduce factual writing. 
Teach: 
· Present tense (Lions live…) 
· Third person 
· Simple headings and subheadings 
· Technical vocabulary (basic) 
· Conjunctions for explanation (because, so) 
Reinforce: 
· Noun phrases for clarity 
· Capital letters and full stops
 
	Narrative Writing
Emphasise more detailed settings, character development, and problem-resolution structure. Build upon techniques for dialogue to create character. 
Building stories with a clear opening, problem and resolution ending. Building detailed settings and using characterisation for a range of purposes including to create tension and suspense. Spiro the Messenger (Literacy Shed). 
Develop longer stories with clear structure. 
Teach: 
· Beginning, middle, end structure 
· Simple paragraphing 
· Adverbials of time and place (Later that day, In the castle) 
· Varied sentence openings 
Develop: 
· Basic suspense through short sentences 
Reinforce: 
· Consistent tense and person

	

	Spring 2
	Traditional Tales 
Explore well-known tales (e.g., fables or folktales) from different cultures. Encourage retellings or creative variations on traditional tales. Students create their own version of a tale, introducing an alternate perspective.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Features of a traditional tale including setting and character descriptions and characterization. Texts such as Goldilocks and the Three Bears and Red Riding Hood. Planning and writing a traditional tale with a twist or change in events. 
Retell and adapt familiar stories. 
 Teach: 
· Past tense verbs 
· Sequencing with time conjunctions (first, next, then, finally) 
· Simple expanded noun phrases 
· Dialogue with basic punctuation 
Reinforce: 
Story structure (opening, problem, resolution)

	Recounts 
Teach recount writing based on past events (e.g., school trips, historical events). Focus on chronological order and including key details. Introduce inclusion of thoughts and feelings.
Identify features of a recount, children to reflect on events in the past. Link to Castle’s week including recount of trip to Warwick Castle. 
Retell events in order. 
Teach: 
· Past tense 
· Time adverbials (first, next, after that) 
· First person writing 
· Simple sentence extension using conjunctions 
 Reinforce: 
Chronological structure

	

	Summer 1
	Myths and Legends 
Study classic myths and legends, exploring their themes and cultural significance. Students write their own myth or legend using heroic characters and vivid settings.
Norse Mythology including traditional Norse Tales including characters such as Loki and Thor. Learning how to write a Myth and create characters and settings effectively. 
Introduce key features of myths. 
Teach: 
· Third person narration 
· Past tense 
· Descriptive noun phrases 
· Sequencing events clearly 
Develop: 
· Basic cause and effect using conjunctions (because, so)

	Poetry 
Teach forms like acrostics, shape poems, and simple rhymes. Focus on sensory language and imagery to develop creativity.

Explore simple forms (rhyming poems, acrostics, shape poems). 
Teach: 
· Alliteration 
· Similes (as busy as a bee) 
· Repetition for effect 
Develop: 
· Line breaks and rhythm awareness 
· Adjectives and verbs for imagery 
Performance: 
Reading aloud with expression and intonation


	Summer 2
	Diaries and Journals 
Write about one or two main events from the day. Pupils describe how they felt about what happened. Use adjectives to describe feelings, thoughts, people, or events.
Write from a character’s point of view. 
Teach: 
· First person pronouns (I, we) 
· Past tense verbs 
· Simple opinions and feelings 
· Conjunctions to extend sentences (and, because) 
· Time adverbials (today, later) 
· Conjunctions (because, and) 
Develop: 
Basic descriptive language (adjectives, similes) 
Reinforce: 
Informal tone and voice consistency

	Persuasive Writing 
Teach persuasive techniques like emotive language, rhetorical questions, and evidence. Tasks could include writing adverts or persuasive letters.
Introduce simple persuasion. 
Teach: 
· Imperative verbs (Come and see!) 
· Simple modal verbs (should, can) 
· Adjectives for impact (amazing, exciting) 
· Rhetorical questions (basic) 
Sentence-level: 
Short, clear sentences for effect 
Reinforce: 
Basic paragraphing and punctuation
